Prophecies   
Here are 10 Old Testament Prophecies. They can be photocopied and given to the children to research. 

I suggest that you prepare them using the gravy browning and burning method and so give the children documents that “appear old.” The documents are dated using the Jewish calendar – AA standing for after Abraham.  2010 is the year 5770/5771 in the Jewish calendar.

The children can be asked questions about the historical documents – here are a few suggestions.
1. Who wrote your document? (Some documents have no author).

2. When was it written using the Gregorian calendar?

3. How long ago was that?

4. What did they say?

5. Who or what do you think they are talking about?

6. Is it a prophecy?

7. When was it fulfilled?

The children can then report their findings to the class.

They could make their own prophecies – handwriting the words, using gravy browning etc. (see page 2)
